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INTRODUCTION

Some of us really love our churches, some of us aren’t so positive,
and for many of us that feeling can change from week to week.
This six-session program is about how to love your church whether
you're feeling enthusiastic about it or not. It's about the mindset we take
with us as we go to church each week, and how that mindset is expressed
in a multitude of ways, big and small. In particular, it’s about the part that
we all play as God’s people in loving, serving and building each other up,
Sunday by Sunday. We all have a ministry—the ministry of the pew.!
Over the six sessions of the course we will cover subjects such as:
e our current attitudes towards church, and how they are expressed
¢ what the Bible says about the meaning and purpose of church
e what it means to love our church and the people who go there
e how we can be active encouraging servants before, during and
after church, rather than just consumers or spectators.

Each session contains a mix of discussion, Bible study, video input and
prayer, along with simple exercises to help you put the ideas into prac-
tice on Sunday.

Our prayer is that the fairly simple and practical ideas in this train-
ing program will change the way you think and act at church, and bear
fruit in the lives of those around for years to come.
